Approval of Minutes

Minutes of the January 13, 2005 meeting were approved. A motion to approve the minutes was made by
Bonnie, seconded by Leslie, and unanimously approved.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT AND ANNOUNCEMENTS

1. Nominations.

a. The ballot for election of the 2005-2006 Board members was sent by email to SVC
members. Jan reports that there has been good response. Ballots are due and the election
closes on Friday, February 11, 2005. ACTION ITEM: Jan will tabulate the ballots and
announce the new Board to the SVC membership via email the week of February 14,
2005.

b. Debbie has been chosen as one of the new regional representatives for Region 6, a two-
year term, and will serve as the Education Officer this year. Debbie is especially honored
because this may be the first time, at least since 1994 when she joined the ALA, that
someone from our Chapter has been elevated to the regional level.

2. ALA Conference & Exposition-San Francisco, April 18-20, 2005.

a. Chapter Reception (Bonnie). The Chapter will host a reception in one of the lounge areas
at the Marriott hotel on Sunday, April 17, 2005 at 4:30 pm. This time was chosen so that
this event will not interfere with other ALA activities that day. All vendors and members
are invited to attend. To monitor expenses for drink purchases, it was proposed that a list
of attendees is compiled beforehand and drink tickets be distributed to attendees.
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ACTION ITEMS:

@) Bonnie will work with Helen to find out the name of the lounge and whether
there is more than one.

(i1) Bonnie will send a broadcast email to invite all Chapter members. Bonnie will
also contact our vendor sponsors to invite them as well.

(iii)  Bonnie will get a list of our Chapter’s conference attendees from HQ and
forward the information to the Board.

@iv) For networking purposes, Bonnie will prepare an email to Chapter attendees
listing names of those attending from our Chapter.

b. Chapter Awards. The Chapter has submitted two entries.

(i) Debbie reviewed the award criteria and tabulated the Chapter’s activities for the
President’s Award of Excellence. The Chapter qualifies for the Bronze level (an
increase from the Honorable Mention level thanks to Jan’s work to research our
qualifications for some of the more ambiguous areas of the criteria). Jan
submitted the award by the deadline on January 12, 2005.

(i1) Leslie prepared and submitted an impressive report and binder summarizing the
Chapter’s web site content for the Web Site Award category. Leslie submitted
the web site award application by the deadline of January 12, 2005.

(ili)  The Chapter Awards Reception is on Monday, April 18, 2005 from 6:15 pm to
7:15 pm at the Hilton hotel. ACTION ITEM: Bonnie will send a notice to all
members letting them know about our Chapter’s two entries and encourage them
to attend the award’s reception to support our Chapter.

3. New Board and Membership Mixer. The Board discussed combining a reception for the new
Board with a membership mixer. The membership mixer was tentatively planned for March, but
since the first meeting of the new Board is not until March, the date of the mixer was changed to
a day to be determined in May to give the new Board time to get acquainted with one another
and their new positions. The Chapter’s gigabyte sponsor, currently Robert Half, will be the sole
vendor invited to the event. It was proposed that the event announcement include a list of the
new SVC members for the year.

4. Job Postings. Jan inquired about the Board’s interest in setting up a job bank on our Chapter’s
web site. The charge to post a job on HQ’s web site is $125. This could be a revenue source for
the Chapter. After discussion, it was decided that the Chapter will pass on this idea for now. It
would require significant time to monitor and post job openings and it is questioned whether this
would be an appealing option to law firms.
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
