COMMITTEE REPORTS

L. Treasurer’s Report (Bonnie on behalf of Kathleen). The current balance as of October 31 was
$30,587.07. The cash receipts totaled $3,000 for two-Kilobyte Members, Miller Networks and
Office Max Solutions. Cash disbursements were $1,565.01 for the month. There was nothing to
report from the IRS.
